
In chess, a discovery is an attack revealed when one piece moves out of the way of an attacking piece.  
Discovered attacks can be extremely powerful, as the piece that is moved can make its own attack at 

the same time as the piece uncovered.

GRANDMASTER TIP:  Did you know there are three different kinds of discoveries? 

Discovered Check:  When the discovery reveals an attack on the King 
Discovered Attack:  Another name for a discovery, but this is the normal type of discovery 
Double Check:  When both the piece revealed and the piece that moves check the King at the same time! 
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
